Definitions for Understanding
WOUND (wo͞ ond)
An injury to living tissue caused by a cut, blow, or other impact, typically one in
which the skin is cut or broken. To inflict an injury on (someone).

SOUL (sōl)
The spiritual or immaterial part of a human being, regarded as immortal. the
soul is the essence of a living being. Soul or psyche comprises the mental
abilities of a living being: reason, character, feeling, consciousness, memory,
perception, and thinking to name a few.

HEALING (ˈhēliNG)
The process of making or becoming sound or healthy again. Healing involves
the repair of living tissue, organs and the biological system as a whole and
resumption of functioning.

Understanding
the Soul

Mind
Intellect, thoughts, reasoning, &
memory.

Wounds: Oppress and damage
the mind/ thinking (mental
ailments & trauma)

Will
Action, doing, and carrying out.

Wounds: Control, bondage
(ligatures/ fetters), fractures
& manipulation of ones will. 

Emotions
Our heart, feelings, and language
or expression. 

Wounds: Emotional hurt, heart
break, hope-deferred, and
bound emotions.



Sin
Sin is to miss the mark, disobey, or rebel against the Word, ways, and
commands of God.

Trauma
An emotional response to a distressing event that can cause lasting harm to a
person’s mental, physical, and emotional health. The word trauma comes from
the Greek word traumat, which means “wound.”

Generational Iniquities
Habitual sins committed by our ancestors that have not been repented of and
forgiven. Iniquities inherited through the bloodline to a descendent as a legal
heir, an inheritance from a parent to an offspring. An Iniquity is something
twisted, crooked, distorted, perverted or bent from its original design.

Three Main Things that Wound the Soul

Sins Committed Against Us
Witchcraft, idolatry, secret societies, & the
occult in the bloodline, experiencing emotional,
mental, verbal, or physical abuse, being taught
wrong thoughts and beliefs, being talked
about, bullied, or ridiculed, being neglected,
rejected, traumatized, abandoned, betrayed,
arrested and imprisoned, deported, attacked,
assaulted, devastated, and so on.

Sins We Commit
Fornication, gossiping, addictive drinking, drugs,
idolatry, emotional outbursts, wrong thinking,
taking offense, excessive eating, adultery,
witchcraft & the occult, secret societies, star-
gazing (cosmic rituals, including horoscopes),
incest, violent acts, anger and rage, murder,
accusations and defamation of character, and
so on.
